Jesus and his followers went as 
far as Capernaum, and as soon 
as the sabbath came Jesus went 
to the synagogue and began to 
teach. Jesus’ teaching made 
a deep impression on them 
because, unlike the scribes, 

he taught them with authority. While he was 
teaching, Jesus was interrupted by a very sick 
man who started to shout wildly and whose body 
was trembling and shaking. So Jesus paused and 
healed the sick man in full view of the people. 
The people were so astonished that they started 
asking each other what it all meant. “Here is 
a teaching that is new,” they said, “and with 
authority behind it.” And his reputation rapidly 
spread everywhere, through all the surrounding 
Galilean countryside.
